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The Policymaker Award recognizes an advocate, activist, caregiver, or scholar who has made
significant contributions to policies that promote provision of services for individuals with
learning disabilities. Two awards may be given annually. The nominator of an individual for this
award must be a member of DLD. The award consists of a commemorative plaque, a $500
stipend, and up to $500 in travel expenses for presentation of the award held at DLD’s business
meeting during CEC’s annual convention.
